ow we come to the cul-

mination of 2010. The

holiday season is many

things. It is a time of
celebration with family and
friends; it is a time of honoring of
the great spiritual traditions; and
it 1s a test of how we grew during
the year.

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iconic leaders. Others are attracted to gang in-
volvement which 1s psychologically still an ex-
tended family. Usually we break out of these
womblike structures eventually, but the pat-
tern of seeking ust one more class or group’
persists. Even churches and religions can be
viewed in this way.

Truly speaking all of this is a desire to extend
the time in which the ego is in control. Most of
us in Religious Science know all we need to
know about spiritual matters.
